Introduction

The following Release Notes illustrate the complete understanding of the content of the delivery of the updated Regional Business Application (RBA) software.  The Release Notes detail the enhancements and corrections to the RBA system.  

Purpose

The purpose for this RBA release is to change functionality to the main GWAC application as well as to fix known issues. This and other functions will be accomplished through the following ECPs:

GWAC:

· ECP-307: Display Applicable CAF Rates per Order
· RFC-435: DPA-Agency User Validation/Retained Approved Date
· RFC-436: Display Contract Functional Areas Based on Contract Number Selection
· RFC-437: General Error on Upload Package
2 updates included in GWAC
This section provides details on updates implemented in GWAC.

2.1 Implementation of ECP-307 (Display applicable CAF Rules per order)

The CAF rates previously displayed on the order package page for contractors and GWAC PMO’s were “applied” CAF rates.  This ECP redefines the scope of the displayed applicable CAF rates.
Previously, the applicable CAF rate displayed on the Order Package was calculated by:

· Getting the invoice date of the reported purchase data record(s)

· Finding the applied CAF rate that applied to the order based on the invoice date(s)

Therefore, if the order did not have a reported purchase data record, applicable CAF rates were not displayed since none were “applied”, as shown in Figure 1.

If the order contained at least one purchase data record, there was enough information for the system to calculate an estimated CAF payment amount.  The table below the “CAF Payment Data” displays the CAF rate used to calculate the estimated CAF payment amount, as shown in Figure 2.

The scope of the ECP has been redefined and includes the following requirements:

· All applicable CAF rates will be displayed and is related to the computation of the estimated CAF payment amount based on the invoice/purchase data date. 
· CAF rates that are within scope will be displayed so the appropriate CAF rates are used to compute the Estimated CAF Payment amount prior to reporting invoice data.  
· CAF rates will be displayed in real-time to allow accurate CAF rate management and customer service.
· The calculation of the Estimated Payment field will be updated to take into account the applicable CAF Rates.
Instead of only displaying “applied” CAF rates, the table has been modified to show all possible applicable CAF rates.  The logic for calculating the applicable CAF rates has been modified as follows:

· Get the order’s POP date.  The order’s POP Begin and End Date will be taken from the last or most recent mod.  The order’s POP is currently displayed on the Order Package.  The POP date will provide initial boundaries for pulling the applicable CAF rates. 

· Find the appropriate CAF rates that could apply to the order:

· A CAF rate could apply to the order:
· If the rule type is “Contract Family” and the rule scope is equal to the order’s contract family

· If the rule type is “Contract” and the rule scope is equal to the order’s contract number

· If the rule type is “Order” and the rule scope is equal to the order’s order id

· If (CAF Rate Start Date <= Order POP End Date) AND (CAF Rate End Date Order >= Order POP Start Date)
· Determine the applicable date range for each CAF rate, maintaining the CAF rate hierarchy.

· The first applicable start date = Order POP start date

· The last applicable end date = CAF rate end date

· For any given order, within the order’s POP date range, applicable CAF rate date ranges cannot overlap.
A modification was made to the CAF rate table to make the Date Range column sortable.
The figures below show example CAF rates, an example order package and its example applicable CAF rates.  The population of the example applicable CAF rates table is based on the example CAF rates and order information.

If a date range does not have an applicable CAF rate, the row will display the date range and the value “Unknown” for the Applicable Rule Type, Rule Scope, Rate, and Max Pmt fields.   If the unknown CAF rate is for the last applicable date range, the Order’s POP end date will be used as the date range end date.  
The figure below shows an order with an unknown CAF rate.  The Order’s POP end date is used as the date range end date since the last CAF rate within the date range is “Unknown”.

In addition to the display of the Applicable CAF Rates, the calculation of the Estimated Payment field has been updated.  Previously, the Estimated CAF Payment amount was calculated using the set of all available CAF rates within the scope of the order (either by order number, contract number, or contract family).  The following modifications were made to the calculation of the Estimated CAF Payment Amount:

· The Estimated CAF Payment amount shall only be calculated using the Applicable CAF Rates displayed on the Order Package.  
· The Estimated CAF payment amount shall not use any other CAF rates that exist outside of the applicable date range.
· If the order package contains an invoice that is outside of the applicable date range, then the system shall display “N/A” as the Estimated CAF Payment Amount, since it does not fall within the Applicable CAF Rate date range.

· The amount of remitted CAF Payments to the GSA shall not be deducted from the “Estimated Payment” amount.
2.2 Implementation of RFC-435 (DPA-Agency User Validation/Retained Approved Date)
Previously, there were no validations in the system checking to ensure that the user name entered for a manual DPA assignment is a registered GWAC agency user.  That is, a person’s name can be entered and the form can be submitted, essentially resulting with a delegation for a non-GWAC registered person.  A validation has been added to the submission of the “Add and Approve Delegation” page to ensure that the username selected/entered belongs to an approved GWAC- registered agency user.
Additionally, the system previously had an issue retaining a delegation start date that was prior to the default date.  If the user entered a date prior to the default date, the system would save the default date as the start date.  This issue has been fixed and now the system saves the delegation start date regardless of how the date compares to the default date.
Both issues have been corrected in this RFC.
2.3 Implementation of RFC-436 (Display Contract Functional Areas Based on Contract Number Selection)
Previously, all Contract Functional Areas were displayed for selection on the Order Data page, regardless of the Contract Number selected.  A fix has been implemented so that the functional area drop-down list now only contains functional areas (if any) that are associated to the selected contract number.  Likewise, if the contract family of the selected contract number does not contain functional areas ‘No Functional Areas’ shall be the only drop-down list choice.
2.4 Implementation of RFC-437 (Upload Package General Error)
A General Error was being displayed upon submission of a Purchase Data Upload Package.  The upload package submission was previously not accepting location ‘codes’.  A fix has been implemented so that the Purchase Data Upload Package submission now accepts either the location description or location code.
