Introduction

The following Release Notes illustrate the complete understanding of the content of the delivery of the updated Regional Business Application (RBA) software.  The Release Notes detail the enhancements and corrections to the RBA system.  

Purpose

The purpose for this RBA release is to enhance some functionality and display components of the GWAC Management Module. This will be accomplished through the following ECPs:

GWAC Management Module:

· ECP-280: GWAC Management Module – Modify CSV File Line Limit
· ECP-281: GWAC Management Module – Modify Location values
· ECP-282: GWAC Management Module – Add Purchase Data line item types
· ECP-283: GWAC Management Module Enhancement – Modify CSV File Upload and Web Services to Accept Line Item Code Values
· ECP-284: GWAC Management Module – Add “Contractual Mod Number” Field
· ECP-286: GWAC Management Module – Modify Purchase Data screen content
· ECP-289: GWAC Management Module – Modify “Contract Type” field label

This section provides details on updates implemented in the GWAC Management Module.

Implementation of ECP-280 (GWAC Management Module – Modify CSV File Line Limit)

The GSA has requested a change to the functionality of the Purchase Data form’s CSV file upload.  Previously the maximum number of Contract Line Item Numbers (CLIN) per file was 100 lines.  This limit has been raised to 1000 line items per file.  All other requirements for uploading the CSV files still apply, and may be referenced in the on-line help document titled “Help - GWAC Purchase Data Form”.
Implementation of ECP-281 (GWAC Management Module – Modify Location values)
The GSA has requested a change to the location options on the Purchase Data form.  The  CONUS/OCONUS options are no longer listed and have been replaced as seen in Figures 1 & 2.

Implementation of ECP-282 (GWAC Management Module – Add Purchase Data line item types)
The GSA has requested the addition of 5 new line item types to the Purchase Data form “Type” drop-down list.  The new item types are seen below in Figure 3.

Implementation of ECP-283 (GWAC Management Module – Enhancement: Modify CSV File Upload and Web Services to Accept Line Item Code Values)
The GSA has requested an enhancement to the functionality of the Purchase Data Contract Line Item Numbers (CLIN).  Previously Industry Partners could only create line items using the value description names as listed in the “Type” drop down menu.  Line items may now be entered using value codes instead of the actual value name/description.  The uploaded CSV File and Web Services may contain either the line item code or description, although the line item descriptions may not be the same as the code.  Below is a table listing the codes to types.

Implementation of ECP-284 (GWAC Management Module – Add “Contractual Mod Number” Field)

The GSA has requested the addition of a new field on the Order Modification form.  A new optional field has been created titled “Contractual Mod Number” as shown below in Figure 5.  This allows Industry Partners to track the modification number by contractual mod number since the actual number used on the awarded order may not be the same as the incremental mod number that is automatically assigned by the GWAC Management Module.

Implementation of ECP-286 (GWAC Management Module – Modify Purchase Data screen content)
This GSA has requested a change to the informational text that appears at the top of the Purchase Data form.  The text that now displays is below:
“This information pertains to the "purchase" data reported by the GWAC Industry Partner Awardees for an awarded task order. Generally, this will apply to the Industry Partner invoices as it is expected that the standard classification of charges will be used as defined here by the line item charge "types". If you choose (or are required) to deviate from this standard for an individual task order, you will be required to preserve this mapping of your invoiced charges for the purposes of administrative reporting. At task order close-out, it is expected that the total "purchase" data amount equal the total obligated/funded amount of the overall task order. To further ensure data consistency, the following guidelines must also be followed: 
a.
For Fixed-Price task orders, charges may be reflected using the line item charge type "Fixed-Price Deliverable/Milestone ". Managed Services may also be treated as fixed-price deliverables. 
b. For T&M or Labor-Hour task orders, fully loaded labor rates are expected. 
c. For Cost-type task orders, the raw labor rate is expected with separate "indirect" amounts. 
d. If you have multiple of the same labor category (or any line item charge "type") on an invoice, you may consolidate them into one average rate or aggregated price to minimize the amount of reporting data. 
e. "Not elsewhere classified" should only be used on an exception basis and must be accompanied with a description.”
Implementation of ECP-289 (GWAC Management Module – Modify “Contract Type” field label)
The GSA has requested the renaming of a field on the Order Data and Supporting Order Data forms.  The “Contract Type” field label has been renamed “Predominant Contract Type” on these forms.  Figures 6 & 7 show this change.
