Introduction

The following Release Notes illustrate the complete understanding of the content of the delivery of the updated Regional Business Application (RBA) software.  The Release Notes detail the enhancements and corrections to the RBA system.  

Purpose

The purpose for this RBA release is to change some functionality to the main application as well as to fix known issues. This and other functions will be accomplished through the following ECPs:

updates included in ITSS

This section provides details on updates implemented in ITSS.

Implementation of ECP- 271 (Invoice Bug Fix Pack)

This ECP incorporates three bug fixes to the invoicing process. Since these bugs are not related, the errors are simply listed below by title followed by the change. 

Issues Corrected:

· Client Peer Receives General Domino Error When Submitting An Invoice
Previously when a client peer edited, changed the status of (accepted, partial accepted, or rejected) and submitted an invoice, a general domino error was returned.  However the invoice was updated correctly.  This has been corrected so the error will no longer appear.

· Miscalculated Invoice Amounts With Partial Acceptance
Previously, when a user did a partial acceptance on an invoice, the partial amount was not checked against the order total amount; instead, the full amount of the invoice was checked against the order total.  This created a validation error that prevented the user from submitting the invoice when the order total amount had been exceeded.  This has been corrected so the error will no longer appear.
· Perfect Match Invoices Inconsistency
Previously, VITAP Invoices containing trailing spaces in the ‘Invoice Number’ field would never perfectly match with ITSS Acceptance Information documents since the space character(s) were always stripped in ITSS when the comparison was done. This has been changed so that VITAP Invoices with trailing spaces will now perfectly match with ITSS Acceptance Information documents.
Updates included in GWAC 

This section provides details on updates implemented in the GWAC Management Module.

Implementation of ECP- 95a (ITSS Attachment File Server)

The GSA has requested a change in the way that document file attachments are maintained and stored within the RBA.  This change will initially affect attachments only within the GWAC Management Module. The migration of attachments to the new attachments application will be phased in over the next few weeks for the other RBA components. 

This change does not affect the process of uploading or opening file attachments, and the same rules apply as before:
a) It is not possible to attach multiple documents with the same name within a given form.

b) It is not possible to delete a file and reattach a replacement that has the same name. It is recommended to change the name of the new file by adding a version number and then attach it.

The only visible change is the new attachment upload page as displayed in Figure 1.

Implementation of ECP-270 (GWAC Clean Up)

This ECP incorporates a variety of bug fixes to the GWAC Management Module.  Since there are a wide range of documents affected and the bugs are not necessarily related, the errors are simply listed by title followed by the change. 

Issues Corrected:
· Update Contract Family Names
The GSA has requested that several contract names be updated to reflect the GWAC connection.  Figure 2 shows the changes that have been made.

· Purchase Data Amount Validation
The GSA has requested an additional restriction to the purchase data amount that prevents an amount from exceeding the total of the order.  A validation has been added that prevents the sum of all purchase data records from exceeding the total order value.  Figure 3 displays the error message that appears when this happens.

· Update Page Content for OCO – Peer Access List
The GSA has requested the inclusion of text at the top of the OCO – Peer Access List page which describes the page and how the OCO can use peers to perform certain functions. The new content is:

· Remove “I Agree” from Request Delegation Page
It is no longer necessary to agree to the terms and conditions of the GWAC Contract Family prior to submitting a delegation request.  Therefore the “I Agree” checkbox, as formerly seen in Figure 5, has been removed.

· Update GWAC Mod Types
The GSA has requested the inclusion of additional Modification (Mod) types to GWAC orders.  The new Mod types are taken from the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) and are listed in Figure 6.

The ‘Order Mod Description’ field is either optional or required depending on the Mod type selected.  If optional then a comment stating this will display at the bottom right of the field as seen in Figure 7.  If required there will be no comment, however an error will display if the Mod is submitted without text in the description as seen in Figure 8.

· Period of Performance Validation
Previously there was no validation check if the ‘Period of Performance’ (POP) start date was prior to the initial ‘Award Date’.  This has been changed so that if the POP start date is before the initial ‘Award Date’, a soft validation warning appears as seen in Figure 9.

· Update Voucher Number Char Length
The CAF Payment Data form ‘Voucher Number’ field length has been changed to a maximum of 100 character.  However, only 50 characters will be displayed.

· Update Page Content for OCO Reassign Page
The GSA has requested an update to the instructions on the OCO Reassign Page to include details on the information required in the form text area.  The updated instructions are below:

“Press submit to notify the appropriate Industry Partner point of contact that the Ordering Contracting Officer (OCO) assigned to this task order record is incorrect.  If you know the name and contact information of the person that this should be reassigned to, please enter it below.  You may also include any additional comments using the space below. If you are in fact the correct OCO but would like to request that other information reported by the Industry Partner be corrected, please contact them directly using the contact information provided above and return to the previous screen to submit/update the additional supporting information as necessary.”
· Publish Applicable CAF Rates by Order
The GSA has requested the display of the CAF rates used to calculate the estimated CAF payment amount.  To present these rates, a new table has been added to the CAF Payment Data section of Order Data form as seen in Figure 10.

· Update Delegation Request Email Content
The GSA has requested a change of content to the system-generated emails sent to all GWAC Center users when an Agency user submits a delegation request.  Some of the old bullet points  have been removed from the new email, which is displayed below:

This email is to notify the GSA Office of GWAC Programs that [OCO Person] from [Requestor Company] has submitted a request for Delegation of Procurement Authority (DPA) for the [Contract Family] GWAC. 

Before the request can be approved, you must complete the following actions.

1.  Obtain a copy of their Contracting Officer’s Warrant.

2.  Ensure that they have received the requisite training.
